2010 River Gorge Time Trial

River Gorge TT
Chattanooga, TN
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Pre-race Parking: Because there is very limited parking near the start line, riders should plan on parking at the finish line and ride to the start. Please allow at
least 10-15 minutes ride time to get from the finish line parking area to the start line. Please be aware that riders arriving by car will need to arrive at the parking
area before the start of their TT wave. Once each TT waves starts, you will not be able to drive to the parking area at the finish line because portions of the course
will be completely closed to traffic once the TT wave begins.

Post Race Exit: riders will be allowed to exit the finishing area either by bike or car at any time. Please be aware that the final mile of the TT course is open to
two way traffic and there may be racers on the road as you exit.

Number Placement: Numbers should be on the center back and left side of participant’s jerseys. Frame numbers should also be used.

Restrooms: There will be a porto-johnnie near the start of the TT at the RR finish area. There are also restrooms facilities at the finish line at Laurel Point.
Results: Time Trial results will be posted at the finish area of the TT.

Payout / Medal Awards: Payouts will not be available at the finish of the TT. All prizes will be available for pickup on Sunday at the Downtown Criterium.
Course Notes: Please take note of the following:

1. There are vibration sensors (approximately 20) along the center of the road between mile 2 and 3. Please ride to the right.

2. Take caution at the very sharp hairpin right hand turn when exiting the dam at mile 3.

3. The course will be controlled, but not completely void of traffic. The portion of the course that goes across the dam (beginning at the Visitors Center and ending
at the hairpin turn into Laurel Point) is one-way and will be closed to traffic during the race. It will, however, be open to traffic in between the two waves so that the
2" wave riders can make their way to the finish area to park.
